Appendix 1 – Research Plan: The research plan (maximum of 3 pages excluding references) should consist of a description of the research project adapted to a doctoral studentship of 48 months. The following information should be included:
· Purpose and objectives: Describe the overall purpose and specific objectives of the project. 
· The challenge facing the external party: Describe the challenge that the external party wishes to solve with the project.
· Background: Describe the research area.
· Significance: Describe how the project is expected to contribute to the development of the research area. Feel free to the new and unique aspects of the project.
· Project description: Summarise the project in terms of theory, method, timetable and implementation. 
Under a separate heading, provide any other information you consider relevant to your application. For example, preliminary results, available data, infrastructure, the group’s collaboration with other research groups, or the nature of the external party’s collaborations with academia. 
When writing your research plan, it might be worth considering that the assessment group consists of researchers from all faculties of Umeå University and individuals working outside academia. 
Appendix 2 – CV: The applicant should attach a CV (maximum of two pages) and list of publications. The assistant supervisor may attach a CV if this is deemed to strengthen the application. The co-applicant need only attach a CV. The applicant’s publication list should include work published over the past seven years, with the five papers considered most significant to the project application marked with an asterisk (*). 
Appendix 3 – Letter of support: A letter of support from the external party should be attached. This should state that the external party supports and intends to cofinance the project and that the external party is willing to offer the doctoral student placements in their workplace.
