Definition of a research project on umu.se 
· The project has a head of research with an official leadership role.
· The project has a clear purpose.
· The project has set resources and a budget.
· The project is carried out during a limited period.
· The majority of project members are employed by or affiliated to Umeå University.
When not to use a project page
Other page templates are used for project groups and research infrastructure to show research content in a structured way on Umeå University’s central research website. Learn more about research group pages or research infrastructure pages on the website for researchers.
Language
You can present your project in Swedish only, but not in English only. If you want to present your project primarily in English, you must still present a summary with a heading and a preamble in Swedish. Refer to the project’s English information, for instance using this sentence: “Mer information om det här forskningsprojektet hittar du om du växlar till engelska genom English site i det övre högra hörnet på sidan.”
Heading
Is shown as the page headline. Try to write a heading that members of the public can understand and find interesting. 
Example: “How does a gene know to switch on or off?” or “Host cell response to bacterial attack”

Preamble
The preamble is shown at the top of the page under the headline and is the first thing the reader sees. The preamble is used to instil interest in reading more about the project. Write a text that covers the most central parts of the project. Max 500 characters including spaces.

Summary
The summary is a popular science description of the project. It is used to describe the aim of the project and present ideas of the expected outcome. Max 600 characters including spaces.

Write the starting date of the project.

If the project has external funding, specify the funding body/bodies. This will be shown in text on the project page and the funding bodies’ logo will be displayed at the bottom of the page.

Research subject keyword
These keywords are used to connect pages automatically on the web. Various research projects, infrastructures and research groups under the same research subject keyword can be grouped and shown together. Specify the research subject keyword that your project belongs to.

Name of the principal investigator
The default title for the principal investigator is “head of project”. This person is shown with picture, name, title and contact details. The information is collected from the person’s personal page in the staff directory. Write the name of the principal investigator.
